MESSAGE
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Ah, where has the spring gone? Some of the time went to the ITE
Technical Conference in Miami and the CITE Annual Conference in
Victoria. They were both stand-out events.

The theme of the Miami Conference was safety, and it provided
what I think a conference should: some practical advice,
challenging ideas and new ways of approaching issues. The
Compendium, available through the ITE Bookstore, is full of
practical solutions to safety issues. We were challenged by one of
the keynote speakers to play a personal role in making roads safer
- for example, by adhering to the speed limit. The new ways of
approaching issues ITE is using include “conversation circles” - a
wide-open discussion session on a given topic, a good way of
exchanging ideas on ways of dealing with issues.

In addition to the conference, the International Board was busy
working on ITE’s new Strategic Plan. The evolving Plan will focus
on sustainability, technology, expanded services to members and
other initiatives. Look for more news in the next issue.

Canadian Capacity Guide / Training Seminar Update
The CCG project rolls on. Many people still say to me “we don’t use
the Canadian Capacity guide here, why should I take this course?”
The first part of the answer is that the course is not just about the
CCG, it is also about acquiring a solid understanding of traffic
engineering as it relates to intersections which are a focal point for
operations in urban conditions. Very few academic institutions
actually teach a course in basic traffic engineering. So if you want
your employees to be able to understand complicated software like
Synchro, doesn’t it make sense that they get a solid grounding in
the basics first? And that leads to the second part of the answer -
the InterCalc software is an excellent tool for planning and analyzing
intersections (signalized and unsignalized), and you can use it to
develop your agency’s skills in this fundamental discipline. And the
supplementary answer is: the CCG is homegrown, and it is more
accurate and understandable than HCM.

Key current and upcoming activities:
• The first Intersection Capacity Training Seminar of 2008 was

held as part of the Victoria CITE conference, and a second
training session was held in Halifax two weeks later. We are
planning to roll these out to the other Sections across the
country this fall and winter. Look for announcements in your
Section newsletter or on the Web Communications Centre;

• The 3rd Edition of the Guide is available for download from
the CITE website (www.cite7.org) and the InterCalc software
can be downloaded from www.InterCalc.ca. Printed copies of
the Guide are available from the CITE bookstore;

• Students and instructors: remember that we are giving the
academic version of the software free to colleges and
universities. Yes, free! F-R-E-E! Gratis!

• We are collecting intersection data from across the country, to
demonstrate the differences between CCG, HCS and Synchro;

• We will be promoting the CCG through letters to the
provincial ministries of transportation and major cities,
accompanied by a free copy of the Guide and InterCalc,
together with a primer on why the CCG should be supported,
and the results of the comparative intersection calculations;

• Paul Sarjeant of BA Consulting will be presenting a paper
based on the CCG at the ITE Annual Meeting in Anaheim, in
August. We continue to push the methodology in the USA,
with the goal of having it identified as an ITE Recommended
Practice.

As you can see, there is a great deal going on! We could use
some help. Any volunteers for a little bit of time?

Canadian Traffic Signal Report Card Coming
You may recall about a year ago that ITE participated in surveys of
municipalities with respect to their signal systems, as part of the
US National Traffic Operations Coalition. The American results
were released last fall. ITE International is now helping the District
with analysis of the Canadian results, and the Canadian report card
should be available in September. Thanks to TAC’s Traffic
Operations and Management Standing Committee for helping us
get the word out - we received data from 28 municipalities. The
report card is intended to demonstrate both the state of signal
systems in Canada, and how small changes in management and
operations can be of benefit. CITE also plans to use the Report
Card to call attention to the need for better funding of
transportation infrastructure through a media release. 

Planning for 2009 CITE Conference in Montréal
Next year’s CITE conference will be held in Montréal, from May 30
to June 3. The theme is “Reshaping Transportation: the Human
Element and Sustainability / Le transport renouvelé: Dimension
humaine et développement durable”. Watch for the call for papers
in September, and make plans to attend. The venue will be the
Delta Centre Ville, which is on the edge of both Old Montréal and
the downtown core - perfect for exploring the city.

Transportation Planning, Capacity Analysis, Safety Analysis,
and Traffic Signal Needs Determination.

• Face-to-face seminars: These are normally held at the Technical
Conference and Annual Meetings, but are also available to ITE

Certification Program Update: Now Computer-Based in a
30-day Window!
Starting with the October 2008 exam, the Certification Board will
be offering computer based test administration for its four
certification programs (PTOE, PTP, TOPS and TSOS). This will
provide applicants with the opportunity to take the test closer to
home at any of the 275 locations throughout the United States,
Canada and more than 40 international sites. Exams are
scheduled during a thirty day “window” for each of the three
annual time frames (October, March and August) the exam is
offered. Upon approval applicants will be able to go online to
determine the exam location and date. If the day is not available,
applicants will be able to choose another date. More detailed
information is located at www.tpcb.org/examschedule.asp.

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ON THE REVENUE SIDE:

1. Being the fastest-growing district within ITE, we expect our
membership/district dues revenue to increase to $50,000
from the $45,000 budgeted for 2008. However, because of
the strong Canadian dollar, our currency exchange is expected
to decrease from what it was in previous years (about
$4,000) to $700 for 2009.

2. We budgeted $4,000 in interest to reflect the interest
received each year for the John Vardon Memorial Scholarship
($2,000), as well as for an investment held in a cashable GIC.

3. The Miscellaneous income refers only to two items: (1) the
donation by Stantec Consulting for the student paper prize
($2,500 every year for travel expenses and cash award), and
the donation by iTrans Consulting for the Undergraduate
Scholarship ($1500 every year).

4. Total revenue is projected at $118,200.

ON THE EXPENSE SIDE:

1. Depending on the medium used, we anticipate to spend about
$3,000 for CITE elections in the coming year (for
Secretary/Treasurer and District Director). This amount
represents estimated costs for mail out election material.
However, the cost would decrease if the elections can be held
electronically.

2. A total of $20,000 was allocated for the 2010 International
ITE Conference planning to be held in Vancouver. This money
is only being provided to the local arrangements committee as
seed money and will be returned to CITE after the conference.

3. We continue to invest extensively in the membership through
scholarships, technical projects, and other support programs.
The 2009 budget has allocated $14,000 for membership
support programs, $35,000 for technical project development,
and $11,000 for student awards, including travel expenses.

4. Total expenses are projected at $182,450.
